INTERESTING HORSE FACTS

One of the first horses was called a Hyracotheritifived about 50 million years ago and was as
tall as a fox. It had toes! This horse changed ov#ions of years to become a modern horse.

Camargue horses are completely white as adults. Takiedare pure black when they are born.
There is a breed of horse from Russia called Akhal-Tiekan go for days without food or water.
Any marking on a horse's forehead is called a star, i¥teis not shaped like a star.

Most of the time, wherever a horse's ear is pointinghisre the horse is looking with the eye on the
same side. If the ears are pointing in differentatiiods, the horse is looking at two different things
at the same time. There are exceptions to this. Fongbe, if a horse has its ears pinned back
against its neck in anger, this does not mean it isngdiackwards with both eyes.

A horse can see better at night than a human. Howevakes a horse's eyes longer to adjust from
light to dark and from dark to light than a human's.

The horse has one stomach. In contrast, cattlepsheats, deer, and camels are "ruminants” which
means (among other things) they have four digestive lobiannstead of just one stomach.

The normal horse’s small intestine is about 70 faaj.lo
The normal horse's large intestine is about 12 feet lon

The average horse's heart weighs approximately 4.5kg.
Phar Lap, had a heart that weighed 6.3kg. The great Amaacahorse Secretariat had a heart esti
mated during his autopsy to weigh 9.5kgs, though the heamataseighed.

The tallest horse on record was a Shire named Samsomasi21.2 hands (7 feet, 2 inches) tall. He
was born in 1846 in Toddington Mills, England. \

The oldest horse on record is "Old Billy," an Englsinge horse. He was 62 years old when he
died, living from 1760 to 1822.

The record for the highest jump made by a horse isbye&dhorse named Huaso who jumped 8
feet, 1 and 1/4 inches on February 5th, 1949 in Vina del ®tale. He was ridden by Captain
Alberto Larraguibel.

The record for the longest jump over water is held hgrge named Something who jumped 27
feet, 6 and 3/4 inches on April 25, 1975 in Johannesburg, 3fnith. He was ridden by Andre
Ferreira.

Horses cannot breathe through their mouths.

A mule is a cross between a male donkey (called a @wk)a female horse (called a mare). Mules
are usually sterile.

A hinny is a cross between a male horse (called aostplind a female donkey (called a jenny).
Hinnies are usually sterile.
