IMAGES FROM SCATER PRESENTATION CAMP  IN NOV 2010  
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RIDE REPORT STONEY CREEK CAMP 21 - 23rd JAN 2011 
 

Once upon a Stony Creek camp, in far off land of slippery red dirt and steep hills, there were some sturdy horses, some happy 
campers and a yellow hat........ 
 
It all began on Friday afternoon (for me anyway), after a battle to get a poultice secured to my 2 yr old Appaloosas NSF (This 
is his second abscess since the rain and I guess he's a bit over holding his leg up :-\.) I eventually emerged victorious, as dodgy 
as the wrapping was and set off to Dad's to pick up Arrow (my foster horse) and pack the car. Once loaded we set off up the 
highway towards Kenilworth. The drive was uneventful except for dad hassling me out about aiming for potholes, I swear I 
don't aim for them, they aim for me!

Once through this first bit though, the rest of it was 
challenging but really enjoyable! The scenery was awesome and there were plenty of great people to have a chat with. Arrow 
went so well on this ride, there were about 15 horses on track and it was boggy and tight in places, it was a pretty full on situa-
tion for the horses to deal with. We rode for about 3 hours and got back to camp as it began to shower, this didn't stop Roz and 
I taking Ziggles and Arrow down to the water hole for a swim with some of their horsey pals. It was freezing but refreshing in 
the water and despite the fact Arrow was a bit sceptical about it I think he enjoyed himself (but not that much, cos he was fairly 
keen to get out). 
 
The shower didn't last long and after lunch and some hearty laughs reminiscing about the night before, we saddled up for a 
short ride down the road. More water crossings, more lovely scenery and then back to camp to feed and water our steeds and 
prepare for the feast that was to be presented to us by Tina and Mike. We were treated to a gorgeous chicken dinner with all 
the trimmings, then we were off to the bonfire which took 10 litres of petrol, Mike dancing around it with a blower and about 
45 minutes to light! A guy came to play us some Didgeredoo, which was really cool, and we all got to try blowing into one of 
them. I guess the laughter to come was due to the fart/dying elephant/fog horn noises that came from that digeridoo, it was also 
funny watching people attempt to wipe the kooties from it before their turn haha!

At about 7am Mike took a group out Kayaking on the 
river, I didn't have the pleasure of going but apparently it was a really great experience with the rapids and lots of funny mo-
ments. They arrived back at camp just in time to saddle up and come out with us for the last ride of the camp. We did a differ-
ent track but we had to brave the first part again. I didn't fare so well this time when Arrow decided he wanted to jump into a 
lantana bush, DOH! For some reason Arrow wasn't quite listening to me on that ride, some people were saying it was because 
he had turned from white to hot pink from the red dirt in his paddock and he blamed me for this? I personally think he looks 
good in pink! 
 
Once back at camp we enjoyed some lunch and the pack up began. It was a fantastic weekend that I'm sure everyone enjoyed 
as much as I did. I'd personally like to extend my thanks to Jeanne, for being such a clown mainly! And putting in so much 
effort into making the camp so great. She personally supplied the BBQ for us to cook on and the warm shower, not to mention 
the other little bits and pieces and all the organisation that made it happen for us.

JUDE & ROZ’S TRIP TO WORLD EQUESTRIAN GAMES IN KENTUC KY USA  
 
What can I say about WEG – well, I was on a high for weeks after returning – Judy and I saw so many 
horses, events and people yet after 10 days we still didn’t get around to seeing everything.  We started 
off with Reining where the first competitor in the Men’s Individual final was Queenslander,  Warren 
Backhouse and he went really well especially as we think he was on a borrowed horse.  That was our 
first reining experience and we enjoyed it so much we watched the freestyle in the evening – some with 
no bridles or saddles. 
 
The Equine Village had endless displays – Andalusian & Lusitanos, Spanish Norman, Irish draught, 
ponies, Friesians, Miniature driving ponies, Californian Drill Teams.   This is the home of the Ameri-
can Saddlebred – incredibly high head carriage!!  We walked part of the x country – very dry, sprinkers 
on – usually Kentucky has lovely green grass – but cold at night.  Freestyle dressage with the gorgeous 
grey Spanish horse, Fuego  (Juan Diaz) being  for me the best performer – so alive and emotional espe-
cially when his rider nearly came off backwards!!!  The Dutch stallion Moorlands Totillas was more 
technically correct but the crowd loved Fuego.  I got told off for yelling!!   
 
The X country day was on Saturday and we had our usual  breakfast – scrambled eggs, crispy bacon, 
grits, bagels, potato cakes, sausages – a good greasy start to keep us full – and we’re on the 7.15 am 
shuttle bus – lots of others had the same idea.  We sat in the stands at the water jump, so cold didn’t 
take off jacket until 12.30 pm  – hot coffee needed.  Great spot – no falls or stops.  We walked the 
course – imposing - taking pics as we went.   See our hero Andrew Nicholson – awesome. 
 
During the rest of the stay we visited Keenland (race track) and studs and admired foals and classy fa-
cilities and masses of white fences everywhere.  It’s apple time  –  autumn – so we eat cinnamon apple 
dumplings with bourbon sauce, Jude also tries “dippin dots”  (tiny icecream balls).  Quite flat country-
side – everyone is very friendly – over the ten days we get to see John Lyons, Pat Parelli and Linda, 
Tommy Turvey, the Double Dans (Aussies), Clinton Anderson – even  Guy McLean – “everyone” can 
stand up riding two horses, cracking whips.   We meet Carnie (Connie!!) on the bus and she takes us 
downtown to view the 82 painted horses and Thorobred Park Statues – incredible detail. 
 
We watch delicate Paso Finos, Icelandic horses that Tolt – 5 gait – Mawarris from India (I get to meet 
again the host of my ride in Rajasthan) and watch the WEG team showjumping – my birthday pressie  
from Jude – Aussies try hard but Germany is the winner.  Post postcards – Mick still hasn’t got his!!! 
More showjumping, check out trade stalls – so much fabulous stuff  -  go for a casual trail ride at Whis-
pering Woods.  Watch para dressage riders warming up – they and the horses were really amazing.   
We crammed so much in – our last day we watched the Marathon driving (unbelievable!), vaulting 
(fantastic!) and then the showjumping final with the best 4 having to jump a round on their own horse 
and then on the other 3 horses with just 3 minutes and 2 jumps permitted to get acquainted.  There’s a 
pic of Jude with Eric Lamaze and his horse Hickstead. 
 
Kentucky Horse Park was in itself an amazing place  – well worth seeing – and with the WEG there it 
was a totally horse immersion experience – would love to go back!!! We enjoyed meeting people from 
all over the place at the Ramada (where we stayed) and Disney was fun too in LA on the way back!
