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JUDGES COMMENTS ~ LANDSBOROUGH CTR

READY-SET-GO catch and bridle: Most horses werg ealm and co-operative. Riders very calm &
confident mainly. A few riders did not shut gate befdweyttook off horses lead rope. Some riders
dropped halter on ground when bridling. (safety). Most sidiemg halter over shoulder or put halter on
horses neck. Some horses bridled too close to fencéwidde the job harder. Overall a good judge
point.

MAKE UP YOUR MIND (FIGURE 8): Most common erroras the use of the area (circle too small),
Not listening to instructions. Diagonals incorrect and failiar halt! Overall competitors were very polite
and a happy bunch.

AIR TIME: No comments given

ANIMAL RESCUE: Looking for straight side pass contat calmness of rider and horse. Horse listen-
ing to rider. Animal removed and placed in tree safeljout being dropped. Nice to see so many kind,
caring, confident riders and happy horses.

NIGHTMARE ON PINE STREET: All done very well. Sorherses slightly hesitant.

A ROYAL SKILL: Challenging obstacle that required tight from both horse and rider. Please remem-
ber at any obstacle to settle your broom and ball bg@liereeeding. Some riders not showing horse
broom and ball and horses not concentrating on the tas

BUM STEER:No comments given

CAMEL RIDE: Although quite a difficult judge point tmeajority of horses coped well. A lot need fur-
ther training in backing. Many didn'’t like backing into mud.

DOSEY DOE: Riders need to give clear and co-ordinaitésito allow time for the horse to perform a
step by step turn. Horses given clear and co-ordinategeaitts med well, horses which were rushed or
given conflicting aids showed signs of confusion (heaslings tail swishing, backing up, etc) and some
just walked a circle instead of doing turns. All horsesdgns are to be congratulate for doing the best
they could with a difficult task. Some riders had ngu&viously tried turns on haunches or forehand
with their horse. Well done everyone.

TURN ON HAUNCHES: The rider must coordinate several atdsnce. The outside leg prevents the
hindquarters from swinging out, the outside rein maintaiosrrect bend to the inside, and helps to regu
late the driving aids, telling the horse to turn rathan walk forward. The inside leg asks the horse to
bend to the inside, pushes the energy into the outsideaadikeeps the activity of the hindquarters. The
inside seat bone should be engaged, again to ask thedbesal in the direction of the turn, and the
inside rein should help lead the forehand around and atsod¢he horse to bend in the direction of the
turn. The horse should not pivot around a hind leg, asisdgbe spin.

TURN ON THE FOREHAND: If bending the horse in theedtion of movement, the rider switches

his weight to the inside (direction of the turn) dembe and, may ask for slight flexion toward the
direction of travel with his inside rein. The outsiéarprevents any forward movement and helps
maintain proper bend. The riders inside leg comes $flaghtly behind the girth to encourage the

horses hind leg to cross over. The riders outsidehegld be on the girth, receiving and regulating each
step. When the turn is complete, the horse shoutadlden forward with impulsion. It is important for

the rider to sit tall, with his balance centred ia saddle.

CAP LEAP CROSSING: Have you all been practicing®d$ wonderful to see how everyone interacted
with their horses. We are pleased with the amounaloh horses and riders who went through without
fuss. Everyone has a great partnership with their horse.

Local Rainbow Beach resident Cheri has been moving rilnaloes
out of town every morning at 5.30am for the past week tp keéh
the brumbies and the townspeople safe.

If the trapping is successful the brumbies will bes@orted to the South East Qld Brumby Association
Inc, a not for profit association, that cares fod ar-homes brumbies. Association secretary Miss
Anne Warmbrunn says “This is a unique situation where brusizge moved into the main street of a
small coastal tourist town to graze on the grass inotted parks. Over the past couple of years the As-
sociation has been focussing its efforts on re-hominghbires removed by Forestry Plantation Queen-
sland from the edge of the Maryborough Cooloola Road.

The Association is glad it is able to help the goverriimée local Rainbow Beach community and the
brumbies themselves. They are such beautiful animalguld be awful to see them put down, espe-
cially as they played such a huge role in helping our ssldiaring the war. Once the brumbies have
your trust they are just like any other horse with somee@ional qualities in that they bond really
closely with you, are sure footed, smart thinkers and gloeds. They also have a calm temperament
