Not all herbs that are safe for humans arehgagefrThis also applies to dogs and espesiddlgak walnut is
a very safe herb for people and dogs butattrsies. White willow bark is safe for pespdéeahddogs but is
toxic to cats.

Immune stimulating herbs should not be usedhland e best given only for a few weeks & avord over-
stimulating the immune system which can theuntakse more susceptible to infections.

Some herbs should not be used for horses dynargpiRich as slippery elm bark, wormwooddpaiidey
claw, sage, rosemary, thyme and aloe vera.

Below are a few of the many herbs that cantbéekpelorses -

Calendula (Marigold) is a wonderful nutriesgipfia@hérb that can be used as a wash for waatetsskin,
bites or skin lesions. It is a blood tonic asdistinorses with gastric ulcers. It is anéisédtingal and anti-
inflammatory.

Echinacea can be used for infections or slgwvoealds, is great for runny noses and as arstimmiarg. It is
ideal to use as a prophylactic to help protstirgations during outbreaks of viral indextistrtangles.

Nettle is an excellent tonic herb that is itadhshatrd cleansing. The seeds can be fedsttohongmve appe-
tite and the dried herb can be given with felett asarce of minerals. The fresh plamhigitachin C, iron,
chlorophyll and other nutrients. It is excalileatigh anemia, laminitis and arthritis.
