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PRESIDENT'S REPORT

Our heartfelt sympathy goes to Amanda Challen on the loss epkeial horse, Colby. Amanda and
Colby had a wonderful partnership for ten years. | know many of yoldvkoow Amanda and Colby
and share her sorrow at the loss of her beautiful big horse.

While Brendan and | were enjoying travelling through Western Quewhsisiting family and friends
including lan, SCATER’s former Treasurer and organiser extnaairei Jeanne our CTR Coordinator
and Ride Director Frances were organising the Lake Macdonald CTRh&ls to Frances for running
the CTR from her property at Lake Macdonald, the horse heaith tea judges and pencillers, the ride
secretaries and the Committee members.

A Hendra Biosecurity plan was implemented at the Lake Macdonald Ch&nk3 to everyone con-
cerned for abiding by the requirements. For future referenaeifsrintend to arrive early at a property
for a CTR they will need to notify the ride director so arramgets can be made to take the horse’s tem-
perature before they enter the property.

At the last SCATER meeting it was agreed the biosecurity mesasiltdikely be standard practice for
future CTRs. A motion was moved at the meeting that ‘In the intefésosecurity and the safety and
well being of TPR volunteers, competitors are now required to takeotlieihorses temperature with
their own thermometer. For this purpose the TPR may hold the coonpédtiirse and will view and con-
firm the reading on the competitors digital thermometer.” Rleasure you bring your thermometer to
the Horse Health area.

There was also some discussion at the meeting about having teépast scores available for viewing
at CTRs. In future a printed list will be available if riders wislcheck their point scores.

I would like to bring competitors’ attention to the rule book for Catitige Trail Riding which can be
read or downloaded from the SCATER website. Many of the rules areomeshin the pre-ride briefing.
However, there are two rules applying to all riders once them@enominated and registered with the
Ride Secretary:

3.iv All horses must remain at the ride base once the rider has edaral registered with the Ride
Secretary.

4.c.i Having arrived at the event and registered with the Ride Sscretdy the nominated rider is per-
mitted to care for his/her mount until the rider and horse hawgpleted the event (including the post
trail Horse Health assessment). Please note if a rider doegeragsistance permission is required from
the Ride Director prior to accepting assistance.

All horses must have a Horse Health Declaration (doad form from www.scater.com.au).

Please record (on the form) your horse's temperabui@ dlays prior to arriving at the event. On arrival
at the event (before horses are unloaded off the f#folatyse health person will need to check your
horses temperature.

To ensure that your horse isn’t overly hot during trgdease do not rug them up. This can inflate their
temperature. Temperature must be under 38.5°C before alloveedne off float.

DPI are asking for these measures to try to keep as mantseunning as possible whilst keeping
horses and people safe.

We ask that everyone has their own digital thermorneaetd you bring this to all events to avoid cross
contamination from sharing thermometers.

Please Note ~ All riders will now be required to tak&irtbwn horses temperature during horse health
examinations @ CTR’s.
