JUDGES COMMENTS ~ BLUEGUM CTR

1. DICE & GROUND TIE - Rider was judged on holding horsthwonfidence, suitable attire for riding,
leading horse into position & standing in the numberedecfor 4 sec. Most points were lost by “too
blaze” handling. Horses were judged on standing and walkinghyguiving only when asked by rider

& staying still & focused during the tie. Most points wkrst by horses moving, eating grass, moving off
before being asked. Horses would have scored better if tidek more time to settle horse into ground
tie b4 moving away from them and being firm when askingHerstand. Some horses didn’t know what
riders wanted because instructions weren'’t clear oer@tent in some cases. Overall most did quite
well.

2. VIRTUAL FLOAT - Focus, focus, focus! Its so importantiook and focus at where you want the
horse to go. Don'’t look at the horse, the ground, fieelr, etc. Give the horse time to look, don’t rush.
Don'’t use lead ropes and swing them aimlessly. Be weayeaof the pressure lead ropes cause, when to
use it and when to stop the pressure. Reward attemgtsitbe makes by stopping the pressure.

3. L BACK WITH BRIDGE - Rein back proved very difficuif.oo much hand, not enough leg. Riders all
respectful of their horses and just need more prachitarong trust to obtain correct results from horse.

4. HALT/TROT/HALT - Majority of riders did the exer@swell. Looking for the trot to be maintained
for the whole exercise, halts using light aids. Riad#@nging diagonals with change of direction in the
serpentine.

5. WALK THE CONE BRIDGE - Mostly very good co-ordinatibbetween horse and rider. A few really
need to have more training (both horse and rider). Altsidad horses scored points, there was no des-
perate behaviour. Every one went through.

6. LUMBERJACK - All riders well prepared, tried hard, moshed, the time alotted seemed to be suffi-
cient for this task. Good day all round.

8. WASHING LINE - A very high completion rate, mosters attempted a side pass and managed well.
Others stopped directly in front of the line, from thdges point of view that looked scary! It presented a
safety issue had the horse moved forward. Some riderd kaué planned the different stages of the task
and broken it up giving the horse more time. This could hapeti@gitated horses.

9. HALT TETRA - All riders did very well. Only a fewe®d to practice, halt and tarp.

10. STEP OVER / OSM

On the whole the horses and riders were very impressiv®ugh it became obvious that more work
needs to be done on most horses off-side. | waslgregtressed with the skill and patience of the junior
riders.

** INTERESTING HORSE FACTS **

The world's horse population is estimated at 75,000,000.

The longest tail measured was 22ft long and was grown by an American Palomino named
Chinook

The longest mane was 18 ft long and grown by a Californian mare named Maude

Horses have "2 BLIND SPOTS". One is directly behind them and the other is directly in
front of them.

The world speed record for a horse is 43.2 mph (70kph), it was set by a four year old race
horse named Big Racket.
