Well, we finally got our first CTR of the year completed – a bit late for the first of the year, but we 
can’t do much about the weather. 
 
Thank you to all the helpers who assisted me with the Belli CTR; horse health judge, Michelle Payne 
and her helpers; TPR assistants; caravan helpers; timekeepers, track markers, and of course the 
judges and pencillers. 
 
The helpers at the grounds were doing such an efficient job that I was able to stay out on track and 
watch a few people go through judge sections.  I noted how well most horses handled the judge sec-
tions. I was particularly impressed at the ease with which most horses handled the branch drag. It all 
goes to show the improved level of horsemanship within SCATER riders, and this is borne out by the 
high scores. Congratulations to all the place getters, as they were all high marks. 
 
The next CTR is at Beerwah and is being organized by our treasurer, Ian. This is the ride that had to 
be postponed from earlier this year.

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JUDGEPOINT TRAINING DAY - APRIL 18  
 
The torrential downpour on Sat night and early Sunday didn’t hinder attendance at the Judgepoint day. I 
woke to blue, sunny  skies which was surprising, so my horse and I headed off (with raincoat - just in case). 
We did get the odd rain throughout the day, but thankfully there was an undercover arena. 
It was a good turnout with around 30 riders and many familiar faces with quite a few new people which was 
fantastic. This day is great if your are thinking of doing CTR’s to get some practice and find out what the 
judges are looking for to help you score maximum points. 
We started off with a demonstration of TPR (temperature, pulse & respiration) with valuable information on 
strapping your horse after the ride. 
There were ten judge points – Five in the morning session and five more in the afternoon. 
We divided into groups of 5 to 7 riders and each group headed off to a judge section. We started with a 
mount on the off-side with our horses standing with 4 feet on a tarp with two poles on either side. Sounds 
easy enough, but proved challenging for many. Even for those horses that have no trouble walking over 
tarps, many didn’t feel comfortable with the rider then moving to the offside,  choosing to move off the tarp 
also. 
Then on to a side pass and tie a pink ribbon onto a pole, and most did really well with this one in our group. 
Then backup through cones, turn backwards around a corner and backup back to the start. Well this didn’t 
sound that easy and even though my horse backs up pretty well, we went a little skewiff and I had trouble 
keeping him straight and steering him round a corner backwards. Need to practice this more! 
We then had to pick up a swag off a drum, and carry it over the saddle, walk up and sidepass across to an-
other drum and place the swag back on it. Another one that sounded simple enough, but proved a bit of a 
challenge for some. 
Then we had the best one of the day – the CAR WASH which didn’t involve taking our horses through an 
actual car wash, but it was the next best thing! We had the ‘veil of death’ dangling streamers and pool noo-
dles in front of a water hole so we simply had to walk our horses through the water up the bank and through 
the streamers. Not easy for many but my horse actually did extremely well on this one but it did prove rather 
challenging for many. 
We stopped for a lunch break with Jeanne putting on a wonderful lunch and then back out for more in the 
afternoon session. 
Starting off again with a few clues to what judges are looking for with presentation, then off to walk over a 
small man-made bridge, many horses hesitated a bit but went across without too much trouble. 
We opened and closed the gate with ease, as we have practiced this one. Then it was over to the low branch 
which was a frame set up with a low pole across the top. Riders had to canter up and under the branch, 
which was easier if you had a smaller horse but surprisingly many riders did a great job of this one. 
Then over to the last one – Walk your horse up to a log, dismount and back your horse up along the log 
(without him swinging his butt out) and then re-mount. This is always a bit of a challenge except for those 
who have trained their horses to bring their hind quarters over on command, which I need to work on also. 
Thanks to all the volunteers who helped to organise this event, we really appreciate it and I’m sure everyone 
who attended learnt lots and enjoyed the day. 
A big thankyou also to Ian, who set up all the judge sections and for keeping us on our toes with new ideas 
of things to practice. 
The rain did try and dampen our day but thanks to the undercover arena, we managed to get through and re-

main relatively 
dry, although some 
did get drenched 
but overall a great 
day. 

 



JUDGEPOINT TRAINING DAY - APRIL 18  



Ride Report -  Belli Park CTR   16th May      - THE PLAN 
 
I’ve been instructed by our previous, past President that it is a mandatory requirement of any unseated riders to sub-
mit the next Club ride Report .  Well here we go as the newest member of SCATER’s Buster Club.  
 
Must have a game plan, before you compete in any sport, you need a clear strategy, goal /plan on how you are going 
to approach the task. Those were my thoughts, as we sat at Keith’s pre ride talk on Saturday night . Yep, I was think-
ing about my plan for the ride the following day.  If all the Judge points are in the first 10km then we’ll take it steady 
for the first two hours and pick up the pace in the last 10km, with a ride of 20+ km in three hours. Just like when I 
coached football, I found the “team” ie; Cosmo, my 15 year old T/b gelding wasn’t really listing to the pre-match talk.  
Keep calm. No stress in the first 10 km, walk only and stay light. 
 
We started well with the mandatory Presentation, Keith had added a nice twist with walking around the plank /step 
back before the Mount from the builders plank. In a flash it was time to leave, Mark gave us both the nod, we turned 
left, climbed up the hill to the Ski Sallom and Step back. Everything is still going to plan.  The Plan -Walk our first 
10km.  Riding in midfield - Rider 13 caught us at the top of the first hill but things are flowing well, no delays.  Turns 
on the Fore and Hind not our strong point, we did attempt it, but really didn’t achieve what we would have liked too.   
Still on Plan walking only. Oh and # 13 has gone past us.  We are now into the State Forest, a great trail in beautiful 
old growth timber/ massive gum trees, but a little cool in the undercover.  Rider # 14 trots by, and we see them disap-
pear into the bush as we arrive at the Side pass and ribbon Tie. Cosmo is starting to not listen, and wont side pass 
but we do tie the pink ribbon to the tree. There goes rider #15 . Now the self doubt starts-  “am I riding that slow!” 
Cosmo has always been a nervie horse. I’m sure he believes, if he was meant to Drag a tree or plow, he would have 
feathers on his legs and  come from Scotland.  Somewhere in the T/B LAW we don’t do drag.  We gave it our best 
two tries, but the LAW is the LAW.  
 
The plan, by now is looking a bit tattered, but we’re still at the walk. We arrived at the Step Up /Hold /Step Down. 
My mate is starting to stress a bit as we’re nearly timed out before he decided to put his best foot forward / hold then 
step up. But mate! We aren’t stepping down there buddy  that’s a good 60cm or more. 
Hindsight is a wonderful thing, as riders you must have all had that feeling when you know  your tack isn’t quite right 
and think I must stop and fix it and just dismiss it and go on. With the clarity of 20/20 hindsight if you feel that girth 
clip has released and there seems to be a bit more sideways movement than usual then STOP and FIX IT NOW! .   
Sadly you can use my advice, because I rarely do.  I mentioned early that Cosmo is a bit nervous, and that raincoat 
in the tree at the Shower Coming Jp - he thought  looked more like a Puma leaping from that tree than an oilskin. 
With a beautiful express turn on the hind which would have scored well at JP # 4, Horse, Saddle and Ian parted com-
pany.  SODS LAW - On 20+ km of track a crowd will always gather in anticipation of a fall.  Thanks to Fiona for her 
assistance and concern. Darn, there goes rider # 17.  Fix up the tack, dust off the pride and throw away embarrass-
ment. Keep to the plan!  
At the next  Blind Trail we scored a  near prefect score and then it was off to the Creek Crossing that we were 
warned about at the Ride Briefing. As we rode down into the creek line I spotted the judges and  then my heart 
jumped when I saw the  two very large tree trunks in the water with a 2 mtr gap and 
thought “Keith!!  your not at the EFI Grand Prix”. Luckily he had selected a milder en-
try across the Water Obstacle to the right.  With all the JP finished part two of tat-
tered and bruised ride plan was now in place.  We settled into a working trot thru the 
Rolling hills and timbered country, how do people mow those steep hill sides?  We 
gradually realed in Riders 16 then 15 . As we caught  Judy Hindmarsh in bib #14, she 
announced her watch had stopped at around 1 hour into the ride.  Whatever sundial 
or sunwatching she was using must have been pretty good as she arrived within 2 
minutes of her ideal ride time to take First place in the open division. 
Next we came upon rider #13 and then at the final hill we spotted #11.  It’s always 
nice to finish in the correct ride order.   For our next ride. I might stop thinking about 
THE PLAN and just enjoy the ride and the pleasure of the company of my horse. 
At 3hours, Keith had picked an ideal ride distance and great venue. Special thanks to 
Keith, Jeanne, Leanne and Keiren for their organization and all the Judges /
Pencillers, TPR Stewards and Horse Health Judges for a well run and enjoyable 
event.

TEN COMMANDMENTS FOR ENDURANCE RIDING 

1. Buy the best-conformed horse you can afford. It will save you time, money, and disappointment in the long run. Be color and sex blind. 
Remember the Golden Rule of Endurance: no major conformation faults in the front legs below the knees! Yes, look closely at the feet and the 
way they strike during movement 
 

2. Fat is good on an endurance horse. It helps to make the distance. In most rides over 30 miles, the horse must tap into his fat storage for 
fuel and energy. Without stored fat, he will be "flat out of gas!" I am speaking, of course, of fat on a well-muscled, conditioned athlete. It is a 
statistical fact that a horse carrying extra weight at the start of the Tevis Cup ride has a far better chance of finishing than an equally condi-
tioned horse that is lean. (Tevis cup is a 100 mile endurance ride in USA) 
 

3. It takes three years to make an endurance horse. Even though a horse can occasionally achieve metabolic and muscular condition in as 
little as six months, it takes far longer to build bone density and tendon and ligament strength. So don't hurry. Take your time and reap the 
rewards. 
 

4. Likewise, familiarize yourself with the anatomical workings of the horse, especially the feet. The feet determine a good deal of health in the 
horse, not to mention the primary locomotion factor. Read "Lifetime of Soundness" by Hiltrud Strasser DVM. 
 

5. "Horses run on instinct, not on intellect." The rider IS responsible for our own horse's well being, not them. Often we hear, "my horse 
wanted to run, I didn't make him! Why was he pulled for metabolic reasons at the lunch stop?" There are a lot of reasons horses run at endur-
ance races, not the least of, it feels good! Reasons include fear, panic, too much excitement too soon in the horse's career, instinct to run with 
the herd, and poor training. It is the rider's responsibility to ride the ride the same way the horse was ridden in his conditioning, and to the 
extent the horse is capable and safe. Horses react differently on race day. It is important to have a strategy to handle this situation and stick 
with it! Never run the first 10 miles any faster than you know the horse can run the last 10 miles of the competition. 
 

6. Endurance horses pace; cows stampede. This is the logical extension of "commandment #5." In your conditioning training, teach your horse 
a fast walk, medium trot, extended trot, and an easy canter. The speed of your horse should be exactly the same all the time, just as one 
would put a vehicle at a practical and constant road speed on a long trip to save gas. Slowing down and speeding up uses energy and that is 
counter-productive to long distance efficiency. When your horse learns an even pace, he will feel comfortable and confidant when he uses it in 
a ride and it will become automatic for him and easy for you, too. 
 

7. Horses have a limited number of downhill miles. The front legs of a horse take at least 75% of the concussion on flat terrain. It is exponen-
tial on down hill terrain and even worse on downhill terrain with any rider, especially a heavyweight! Teach your horse a collected downhill trot. 
Use it only on races when it is necessary; i.e., the Tevis Cup is one ride that it is almost impossible not to trot downhill on. During conditioning, 
walk downhill or get off your horse and lead him at a trot. 
 

8. Rest is as important as conditioning miles. One of the least used tools of endurance riders can be rest. Once a horse is a veteran 
(approximately, a three-year horse) he should have three months off during the winter. All horses should have a week rest after a fast 50 and 
a month off after the Tevis Cup. Conditioning should be completed weeks before the rides, not increased in the month preceding the ride. 
 

9. Horses don't lie. Pay close attention to your horse's moods and appetite. If they are suddenly irritable, loose appetite, lethargic, bucks, or 
anything other than their normal self, try to figure out why! An endurance horse that loses his appetite and drops weight may be being ridden 
too hard. In this case, you back off on his conditioning until he again begins gaining weight. Any other changes can be due to foot pain, saddle 
fit, electrolyte imbalance, body misalignment, or a variety of reasons. If you cannot pinpoint the problem or it doesn't resolve in a short time, 
get a professional to help you! 
 

10. The most important ingredient in endurance riding or training is trust. To have a safe and long endurance career, your horse needs to 
have total trust in you. You must be his comforter, his leader, and his savior! In moments of panic, he must turn his back on his instincts and 
trust you to save him. This is a big responsibility for us as horse owners. But, in a moment that can be life or death for you and your horse, you 
will be glad if you take the lead. To build trust, you must be consistent, kind, fair, and relaxed. Never let him down and he'll do the same for 
you.

Sunshine Coast Area Trail & Endurance Riders Inc. 
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Le Trec Competition at Blackbutt. 
 
 
The competition consists of two phases i.e. 
 
Control of Paces or Gaits (CG) 
This will take place along a corridor of 150 metres long and 3metres wide and you will be required 
to canter as slowly as possible one way and then turn and walk back as quickly as possible, without 
breaking either stride. The slower you canter and faster you walk, the more points you get. 
 
 
PTV Obstacles 
A simple course of TEN obstacles, simulated to represent those you might meet out trail riding , to 
test riding skills, and the training and handiness of your horse or pony will be laid out in such a way 
to enable you to move on to from the Control of Paces. To accommodate and encourage all levels of 
rider and types of horse or pony, these may include some obstacles from the 2005 Le Trec Rule book 
and some handy horse/pony tasks i.e. possible examples are  Bending, Corridors, Rein back, Sbend, 
Hanging Branches, Footbridge,  Maypole,  Rope Gate, Immobility, Leading, a small jump (60cm 
approx.), posting a letter or carrying jug of water.  
 
The obstacles will be numbered and are to be dealt with in order within a time limit (possibly 5 
mins) but they are all optional, and when time limit is up you 
will leave the arena.  
 
Each obstacle receives a maximum of 10 points made up of 7 
for effectiveness and 3 for style. A course  plan will be dis-
played on the day and extra information will be available if 
required.

 EQUINE DENTISTRY

In my opinion, the attention given to horses teeth is most important, as you can’t expect it to perform for 
you if its mouth is sore from neglected teeth. When a horse eats, its jaws move in a circular motion and 
always in the same direction. As a result, they sharpen on the outside perimeter of the top teeth and the in-
side of the bottom teeth. The top teeth grow spurs and these cut the inside of the horses cheeks. The lower 
teeth can cut the tongue, and cause ulcers and other problems.  
 
The majority of horses I have examined, have all needed attention of some kind to their mouths, some have 
wolf teeth, teeth that grow sideways, overshot or undershot jaws, where the bite does not meet, and caps on 
younger horses, that require removal from emerging new teeth. 
 
Other signs that suggest teeth problems are: 
 
1) Horse dropping food from mouth while eating 
2) Loss of condition 
3) Bad mouth odour 
4) Resistance with bridle or bad behaviour 
5) Horse appearing to jaw with head on angle 
 
To eliminate possible problems, call your Equine Dentist. These experts will rasp/float the teeth, removing 
sharp edges and making the mouth more comfortable. Equine Dentists carry a range of tools to cover teeth 
problems, as mentioned earlier. New age dentists use power tools sedatives and charge excessive prices.  
 
They should not be using S4 drugs or dispensing them, unless accompanied by a vet. Drugs bring out the 
worst in a horse, and can have detrimental long term effects. You can calm a resistant horse by spending 
some time talking to them and rubbing their heads, until they trust you.  
 
If you are breaking in a horse, it’s a good idea to have its teeth done first, as it cannot perform with a sore 
mouth. This soreness can lead to bucking or other bad behaviour, which may then become a habit.  
 
Horses teeth should be checked at about 12 months, then 6 monthly or yearly, depending on your horses 
activities & age. After attention to its teeth, the horse will eat & digest food properly and live a longer, 
healthier and more productive life.
