DONNYBROOK CTR ~ JUDGES COMMENTS

STEP BACK - An easy looking but difficult obstacle. Than be practiced at home. A good attempt was
made by all riders. Well done.

BACK UP - Looking for rider giving correct aids, with a aibalt, rewarding horse for effort. Start on left
of U in a nice flow not stopping.

CHARLOTTES WEB - 90% of all riders handled this judge po&#lly well. Mostly all were relaxed, as
well as their horses. All horses went through witttelihesitation. Riders were very rewarding towards
horses nice to see.

LOOSE GOOSE - Looking for rider to use focus, body and, lsgeking the horse to go freely as a will-
ing partner. Noticed riders that took up contact and thehdehorse have loose rein had more trouble
than one’s that didn’'t. Very happy to see so many haeys and well mannered. Thank you.

SIDE PASS - Overall very good. Main problem areas toohhuse of hands and weight to wrong side.
All riders were kind and soft when asking but
not all horses understood task.

SQUEEZE - | think this is quite a scary obsta-
cle. Was pleasantly surprised as to how the
horses coped. All the riders should be given
credit for their softness and understanding.
Horses were given lots of pats and hugs for
their effort.

CHECK THE TYRES - This judge point

needed good communication skill with horse to

get good scores. Dropping reins was not ac-

cepted and those who increased rein length by

either undoing from bit or pulling through

scored well. Everyone could do with a little (a

lot for some!) practice. Horses thought riders

wanted them to follow them, so messages sent to hoesesto be clearer otherwise most people did a
good job.

TARP AND BRIDGE CROSSING - What | learnt today whe importance of giving your horse time

and not interfering when they made an attempt. Thdsesrthat could do this displayed a good under-
standing and partnership with their horses. Only a
few were unable to complete the task, which was
a big one. Another thing I noticed was the look of
horror by riders at the task ahead. Some should
remember to keep breathing and laughter is a
good way to dissipate fear!

STEPBACK AND MOUNT - Not an easy judge
point and really showed who has been putting in
the groundwork at home. Techniques went from
pushing the horse to hand signal and kissing
noises but very impressive overall.
