THE DARK SIDE OF HORSE RACING

Before you place a bet on the Melbourne cup this year, please cohgwmler i
really want to support this industry.....

The scale of the horse racing industry is huge - around 18,000 thoroughbred
foals are bred each year in Australia, and a similar numberrafesthbred
foals are born nationally.

Racing as a 2 year-old puts the horse at particular risk of injury leeattiss

age the skeletal system of these animals is still immaturaatnéady for the
hard training and physical stress of the racing world. Regardlesar¢haf khe
very high stakes for the two-year old races mean many owners pusinstta

have their expensive animals compete.

Whilst in training, horses may be individually stabled for most ofye@lay (apart from when they're on the train-
ing track). Stabling is the most ‘practical’ way to provide the é®ksgith their high-performance training and rac-
ing diet, and housing them right next to the training track redumesconsuming daily transport. However, with a
lack of social and environmental stimulation, stereotypic beha{soeh as crib-biting, wind-sucking and self-
mutilation) may occur — a strong indicator of welfare problemsi®hbrses.

Around 31,000 thoroughbreds and a similar number of Standardbreds will lringt or racing at anyone time
in Australia.

The feeding of high concentrate diets (grains) fed during trainihgrrétan extended grazing, leads to gastric ul-
cers - a study of race horses at Randwick (NSW) found that 89% hadBtoloers, and many of the horses had
deep, bleeding ulcers within 8 weeks of the commencement of theingréieéwby J, "Welfare issues raised by
racehorse ulcer study”, The Veterinarian, March 2000).

Muscular-skeletal injuries and lameness cause consideraldeisgitio horses in training of all ages.

The exertion of the races leads a large proportion of horsései into their lungs and windpipe (Exercise-
Induced Pulmonary Haemorrhage). This has only been fully realizedent years when endoscopes have been
used to carry out internal examinations via the throat. A stadyed out by the University of Melbourne found
that a massive 50% of horses had blood in the windpipe, and 90% has bloodrd&epkmgs.

You can count on one or two hands, the Melbourne cup winners thajra@e/on beautiful paddocks in their re-
tirement. The vast majority of thoroughbreds (flat and jumps racaidstandardbred (harness racers) horses fail
to run fast enough or become injured and are just discarded by ithge iralustry.

Those destined for slaughter may go to local knackeries (used foepefor example)—an estimated 18,000
horses each year—or are purchased for slaughter at the tsediattoirs in Australia (Peterborough in SA and
Caboolture in QLD). Approximately 3,500 tonnes of horse meat is exportédrftan consumption in Japan and
Europe.

The long distance transport of horses (for human consumptionj gell monitored or regulated. Travel is usually
stressful for horses, and research shows that even travel of 6 Aoses suppression of the immune system (an
indicator of welfare problems) - horses may be transporteskfaral days to the export slaughterhouses.

A recent study conducted by researchers at the University of Sydespted to track ex-racing horses to deter-
mine their fate. Similar to other studies they found almost dDeace horses leaving the industry each year due to
poor performance, illness or injury or behavioural or other probl&hthese, 16.6% of the Standardbreds and
6.3% of Thoroughbreds ended up at the slaughterhouse.

So instead of placing a bet, please consider donating to onetajrderescue organisations instead.
